i. Athlete Performance - provide proof of being coach of record of athletes in the 13-
18 age range at 2 Provincial Championships in 2 different years. Must provide written
confirmation from the coach of record, club president or provincial section that they
were responsible for the preparation of the athletes.

ii. Applied Coach Performance - Must complete the following

task at a national meet.
1. Race Performance Analysis - using performance measures
to analyse athletes race

2. Athlete Debriefing - In presence of a mentor coach communicate
observations and measure to the athlete

3. Mentor Critique - Meet with mentor coach to receive
feedback on race analysis and debrief.
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NCCP Course Progression

Notes:

1) a current membership with the CSCTA is required in order to process a certification at any level.

2) After the course is archived by the PSO or the Learning Facilitator (LF), the course form goes to the CSCTA where it is
processed and prepared for delivery to the Coaching Association of Canada (CAC). At that time, any candidate that does not

have an NCCP number is assigned one.
3) If a candidate is under 16 years of age when they take the course, an NCCP number cannot be assigned because CAC does

not allow anyone to be added to the database that is under 16. Please contact your PSO, LF or the CSCTA once you have turned
16 so that your file can be processed.

4) If a coach is working on their Level 2 certification, they must be fully certified as a Skills Coach first.

5) If a coach is working on their Level 3 certification, they must be fully certified at Level 2 first.
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
